Johan, I'm told, refused to do this,
he went “Underground” to work
secretly against the Germans. He
took great risk doing this, but knew
the dangers that were involved.

He came to work in a distributions
office where they supplied food
coupons for the people who worked
“Underground”. He also helped in
the post office where they

in on him, for on May 24, 1944, he
reviewed his last will and testament.
Two de- ; later, while working in his
office they came and shot him dead.
He was only 29 years old.

Johan and Titus Brandsma did
